Opening
ceremonies are at 8:30am, classes are 9:00 to 11:30am and 1:00 to 3:30pm, lunch and activities are from
11:30am to 1:00pm. Scouts are required to check-out beginning at 3:30pm. Full day attendance is required
to earn the merit badge.

Merit Badge: Scouts completing all merit badge requirements per http://www.meritbadge.org, as determined
by the counselor, will have their Blue Card signed as completed.

Prerequisites and Homework: None.

Scout Responsibilities: Scouts are responsible for registration and payment, for checking-in and checking-
out on the day of the event, for bringing a Blue Card signed by their Troop Leader, for wearing a Class A
uniform at the event, for bringing a pen and notebook to the event, and for adhering to all elements of the
Scout Law during the event.
